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facing the three (2 bars).  This whole movement is now repeated
in the opposite direction, the group of three advancing (2 bars),
retiring (2 bars) and advancing again (2 bars), the opposite gent
dancing accordingly, and then the ladies are drawn out into a
position between the two gents (2 bars).
